FIRST SELECTMAN’S CONFERENCE ROOM - 7:00 pm

CALL TO ORDER:

Jim Persano called the special meeting of the Board of Finance to order at 7:15 PM. Members: Michael Parker, Tom
Mazzoli, George Warner and Marilyn Pronovost were present and constituted a quorum. Also present Selectman Kathy
Devlin and Town CFO, Kim Marcotte.

SELECTMAN UPDATE:
Kathy Devlin updated the Board of Finance on the following:

Town Pension Plan revision: The Board of Selectmen voted to revise the Town Pension Plan covering the Non-Union
employees effective September 1, 2011. Group and individual meeting were held with the employees. Those who wish
to retire under the current plan provisions must do so by August 31, 2011.

Phone System: The Board of Selectmen has contracted with US Communications to install the new phone system for the
Town. They will be coordinating with Cox Communications and Whalley Computers on the implementation.

Solar Panel project — roof membrane: The solar panel project at Somers Elementary is underway with the prepping of
the roof and installation of the membrane underway. Racking and solar panels will be installed once the roof membrane
had cured. The cost of the roof membrane is funded through CIP.

Municipal Brush Control Agreement: The Town has entered into an agreement with CL&P along with the Towns of
Vernon and Coventry where CL&P will purchase the roadside mower equipment to be shared between the 3 towns. This
reduces the impact on the Town’s CIP budget.

MINUTES APPROVAL (June 27, 2011):
Mr. Persano asked members for comments or corrections on 3/28/11 BOF Minutes. None were brought forth.

A motion was made by Mr. Warner to approve the 6/27/11 Minutes of the Regular Meeting as written; seconded by Mr.
Persano, and unanimously voted as approved.

TRANSFERS and APPROPRIATIONS:

Mr. Parker led the discussion on the allocation of the CIP funding. This included how the Board of Finance wants to
handle the distribution of available CIP money. With the exception of the lease obligations the CIP funding for FY2012
was allocated to the unallocated account at budget adoption. CIP projects are to have a designation of ‘A’ for projects that
are contained in the 5 year CIP plan and are considered, over time, to be recurring expenses such as the replacement of
equipment. A designation of ‘B’ is for new projects which have never before been brought before the Board of Finance
for CIP funding. A designation of ‘C” would be for special projects such as major school renovations or roofs. A
designation of ‘D’ signifies CIP funding that is designated for projects other than those in categories A to C. The Board
of Finance anticipates allocating a percentage of the annual CIP funding to be used on projects at the discretion of the
Town and Board of Education.
