June is Dog Licensing Month and Vaccination Clinic scheduled for Sat, June 6 in Somers

The State of Connecticut requires all dogs aged six months and older to be licensed and wearing a current tag
by June 30 each year. To help residents stay compliant, the Somers Town Clerk’s Office will begin emailing renewal
notices in early May.

While annual dog licensing is a legal requirement, it also plays an important role in keeping pets safe. More dogs go
missing on July 4ththan any other day of the year. A licensed dog wearing a tag has a much better chance of being
quickly reunited with its family if frightened by fireworks or other loud noises. In addition, dogs must be licensed to

be boarded at kennels.

Plus, one lucky dog owner will win a Doggy Gift Basket (valued at $125) and receive Dog Tag #1.

Where to Get a License
Dog licenses and tags are available through the Town Clerk’s Office. Fees are:
$8 for spayed/neutered dogs and$19 for unaltered dogs

As required by state law, licenses obtained after June 30 will incur a late fee of $1 per month, in addition to the
standard licensing fee.
