1. PUBLIC HEARING: #19-004: Gingras Development LLC; seeking a variance from section 214-130C of the Somers Code concerning rear yard setback requirement of 80’ (eighty feet) to construct a four season room 60’ (sixty feet) from the rear yard for Unit #59 aka 12 Tanglewood Drive and Unit #33 aka 118 Nutmeg Drive in Somers Village, located in the A-1 Residential Zone. Proof of notice to abutters was provided.

Presentation by Tom Carenzo on behalf of Applicant Gingras Development LLC.  Applicant cited inability to sell property without a four-season room or deck, and that standard Somers Zoning Regulations require only a 40’ setback.  Mr. Carenzo responded to questions from Board Members regarding possible alternate placement of structures, similarly-situated lots in the development, and other topics.
