The Town will clean all of its 1,645 catch basins over the next three years, approximately 1/3 (548) each year. During cleaning, an outside vendor will perform the cleaning
while a DPW staff member will inspect the basin, log the condition of the basin and whether any repairs are needed, and estimate the amount of material removed during
cleaning.
