This position is one of physical labor primarily performed in field locations involving the
operation of light and heavy hand and automotive equipment. The incumbent will be required
to pass a pre-employment drug test and be subject to random drug and alcohol testing
throughout their employment.

The incumbent must be able to:

e Stand, walk, lift, reach, bend, and squat in the performance of job duties,

e Regularly work in field and job sites and tolerate exposure to dust and noise,

e Safely operate trucks and other motor vehicles,

e Sit for periods over one hour while operating a heavy motor vehicle or tractor,

e Recognize and document the need for vehicle repairs and maintenance,

e Safely operate a variety of powered and manual hand tools and equipment requiring
balance, manual dexterity, and mechanical aptitude,

e Regularly lift and carry objects or materials weighing 25-50 pounds,

e Apply common sense understanding to carry out detailed written or oral instructions,

e Deal with problems involving a few concrete variables in or from standardized situations,

e Tolerate frequent exposure to extreme weather conditions, including heat, cold, rain, and

snow, for over one hour.
